Installation- Luminarie PROXIMA-12
Fitting Code:
« Turn off the power. PROXIMA-24
« Unscrew the screw caps on the front of the unit and remove the base plate.
) ) Sensor Code: PROXIMA-PIR-B
« Feed the connection through the provided aperture.
- Secure the base plate to the wall using the screw holes.
« Connect the power source to the “N” (blue wire) and “L” (brown wire) as per the wiring diagram.
« Reattach the lamp to the base with the screws, and then turn the power back on.
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Sensor Feature SENS

When the LUX dial is set to the sun symbol, the light will activate in any lighting condition. To have it turn on

only when it’s dark (below 10 lux), set the dial to the moon symbol.

Detection Range:

The SENS dial adjusts the detection range, starting at 2 meters and extending up to 12 meters by turning the

dial towards the + symbol.

Daylight Threshold: = w I{I':I
When the LUX dial is turned to the sun symbol, the light will operate in any light. To have it operate only when

it is dark (less than 10 lux), turn the dial towards the moon symbol. LUX

Sensor Hold Time:
Any new motion will reset the timer and delay the light turning off.

Manual Override Function
To deactivate the sensor, turn the wall switch OFF and ON twice within three seconds. This will override the i’:’i w D
sensor, keeping the light on continuously when switched on.

TIME

To reactivate sensor mode, turn the switch off, wait 10 seconds, and then turn it back on.

Test
To test in daylight, set the TIME dial to 10S and the LUX dial to the sun symbol. After 30 seconds, the sensor
should detect movement, turn on, and then off after the 10-second interval.

To configure the sensor for nighttime testing during the day, turn the LUX dial towards the moon symbol and
cover the sensor to simulate darkness.
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
